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The Jobshop:
Who are we & what do we do?

The Jobshop is The University of Northampton’s student part-time employment service, provided free by Student Services. 
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All vacancies advertised pay at least the National Minimum Wage and often a lot more. No vacancies are advertised which require you to work more than 16 hours per week in term-time. Many of the employers are very flexible about hours. 

Some employers have short-term vacation opportunities. These may be for more than 16 hours per week.

Our annual Part-Time Jobs Fair in the autumn term can help you to meet employers quickly and easily. Many students are employed as a result of attending the fair.

Why work part-time?

Many of you will be looking for a part-time job simply to fund yourselves through your degree or HND.

What are the hidden benefits? 

Graduate employers are not just looking at your qualifications; they have a list of transferable skills and qualities that they need for each job they advertise.

What skills will I develop?

[image: image5.wmf]The time spent in your part-time job (whatever it is) will help you to develop the very skills that employers will be looking for when you finish your course. The more you accumulate the better, eg working in a bar requires teamwork, ability to deal with pressure in busy periods, organisational skills in making sure the shelves are stocked, tact and diplomacy in dealing with customers.
How else does a part-time job help me?

Your work experience will also help to inform your studies and give you a wider perspective on the subject(s) you are studying, eg a job working as a steward at a pop concert can provide an overview of the work that goes on behind the scenes or consider how the event has been marketed.

What about experience?
